Watch out for drinks in a sipper bottle loaded with sugar and acid as they are designed to sip and prolong
the exposure of sugar and acids in your mouth. Also just because it says ‘diet’ or ‘no sugar’ does not
mean it won't affect your teeth as the acidic value will cause the enamel to erode.
