The week’s focus in the Learning Curve Log Book is            
Prioritising .  Prioritising is a life skill that enables students to 
become self-aware and self-managing in using their time more 
effectively.  Reflecting on, and then arranging their daily/
weekly activities and commitments in order of importance, 
thus building their self-awareness and independent learning 
power.  
The reality is that most students find it very difficult to just sit 
down to complete a Home Learning Session unless it is 
planned ahead of time.  The “spontaneous” approach of just 
letting it happen doesn’t work, even though our students may 
disagree, because they may believe they have their acts       
together.  The best way for students to build their resiliency is 

to prioritise their activities and 
then design a structured         
timetable that includes all the 
activities that occupy their time, 
such as:  
- Sport training  
- Part-time jobs  
- Study and home learning  
- Social networking sites  
- Favourite television shows and 
games  
- Family commitments  
- Leisure activities  
Because our students’ brains 
are not fully developed, they 
need our support and explicit 
guidance in learning how to 
arrange activities in the right 
order.  It’s not that they won’t do 
it; they haven’t the anatomical 
brain capabilities to do it         
consistently, as yet.  
Their attitudes towards         
achieving life balance will        
benefit considerably when they 
are willing and able to become 
more discerning in identifying 

musts and options in their lives, and the time they allocate to 
each of them.

The Tokomairiro Early Learning 
Centre is now offering 30 free 
hours per week for all three and 
four year olds who attend our 
Centre.  The extra 10 hours free 
are in addition to the 20 hours 
funded by the Ministry of          
Education, and this means that 
children can attend our Centre for 
up to six hours a day, five days a 
week, with no charge for        
childcare.  Our Centre is a full 
day service operating from 6.45am to 5.30pm, Monday to 
Friday.  These free hours can be taken at whatever time slot 
suits during the day.  We are open during all school holidays 
except for two weeks during the Christmas holiday period.  
Families and Wh� nau are also able to enrol children for 
more than six hours each day if they require this and if they 
are working or studying, these extra hours may be free 
through the WINZ Childcare subsidy system.  
This year we will be farewelling 22 five year olds, many of 
whom have been with us since they were babies, so there 
are vacancies available at present.  If you are interested in 
enquiring about enrolling your child/children, or would like 
more information, please phone our manager Lynne on      
417 8180 during normal business hours.  Better still, call in 
for a visit at either of our two Centres at 94 Johnson Street or 
71 Spenser Street, and see for yourself what TELC can offer 
you and your children.

Changes to the Building Act 
2004  

 
Come into Effect 1 March 
From 1 March 2012, critical building work, known as            
Restricted Building Work, must be done by a Licensed     
Building Practitioner (LBP).  This change is one of several 
that were made to the Building Act 2004 in 2007 to            
encourage better building design and construction. 
While most industry practitioners are aware of the upcoming 
changes to this legislation, it is important that members of the 
public who intend to undertake building work are also aware 
of the new requirements. 
Building practitioners must be licensed in order to carry out, 
or supervise, work on homes and small-medium sized    
apartment buildings that is critical to the integrity of the     
building. 
This 'restricted building work’ applies to, but is not limited to: 
· Foundations  
· Framing 
· Roofing 
· Cladding 
· Active fire safety systems in small-medium sized 

apartment buildings  
An exemption will be available to owner-builders (do-it-
yourselfers) when the Building Amendment Bill No. 3 has 
been passed into law. 
From 1 March 2012, building consent applications will not be 
accepted unless they include a Memorandum (Certificate of 
Work) from a LBP certifying that the design work complies 
with the Building Code. 
Licensed Building Practitioners include, but are not limited to: 
· Designers 
· Carpenters 
· Roofers 
· External Plasterers 
· Bricklayers 
· Block layers 
Registered architects, chartered professional engineers and 
plumbers are deemed to be LBPs.

Stage One 'Summer Mode'  

Water Restrictions 
 
‘Stage One – Summer Mode’ water restrictions are now in 
effect for the entire Clutha District. 
The ‘Stage One – Summer Mode’ restriction means watering 
is restricted to between the hours of 8pm to 8am only. This 
means that watering systems and sprinklers may be used 
during these times, but should not be left unattended and the 
occupier must ensure that water is not being used wastefully. 
Exemptions may be granted by Council on a case-by-case 
basis to commercial properties and for irrigation depending 
on the level of restrictions in place, the extent of the dry     
period, and the time of the year. Please contact Council’s 
Water Services Manager on 03 419 0200 for more            
information.
